


Policy on Public Participation 

at Board of Trustee Meetings 

Welcome to Northfield Township.  We are pleased that you are interested in your community and township government issues.

We are delighted to hear your views on any item on our meeting agenda or any other issue of concern that is within our scope of authority.  

To help foster a respectful atmosphere for discussion, please observe these rules adopted by the Northfield Township Board of Trustees:

1. When addressing the Board, please direct all questions and comments to the chairperson.

2. We ask that you show common courtesy, display respect for all participants, and refrain from any personal attacks.

3. You may address the Board on any agenda or non-agenda item early in the board meeting under the agenda items entitled, “Call to the Public”.  Please limit your comments to three (3) minutes.  

4. Following board discussion on an agenda item but prior to any vote being taken, the chairperson will take comments from the public related to that agenda item.  Comments are limited to one (1) minute.  

5. You will be given a verbal alert when 15 seconds remain of your allotted time, and again when your allotted time has expired.  The responsibility for timekeeping will be rotated from meeting to meeting among all members of the Board.

6. If you would like to meet with any Board or staff member following the meeting, please make your wishes known.

7. The public, the press and legal stenographers are permitted to record the proceedings – either video or audio – as long as it does not interfere with the meeting.
