ANNUAL REPORT 7/1/07 thru 6/30/08
The Northfield Township Wastewater Treatmemt Plant is a tertiary treatment plant with a

design flow of 1.3 mgd. This past year we averaged .746 mgd. The flow is pumped to the plant by 15 pumping stations. This past year we processed a total of 271,916,000 gallons. We had 6 connections to our system. Also we received 16 plugged sewer calls of which 1 call was our responsibility. For the year we had 14 after hour call backs for a variety of problems. An important part of our discharge permit is the discharge of phosphorus to the receiving stream. The permit requires a monthly average not to exceed 0.40 ppm. This past year our average was 0.17 ppm.   For the protection of our sewer mains and home owner laterals we joined the miss dig program. This past year we did 72 stakings and 1 after hour emergency staking. This past year we applied 554,400 gallons of bio-solids to farm land.
The plant staff continues to take classes when they are available. In March of 2004 the DEQ made changes in the certification requirements. The certifications are now going to be on a 3 year renewal cycle and continuing education credits will be required. 
All of the plant staff is up to date on their continuing education credits.
